ithe Dispute between 
Orientalists 

and Anglicists - 

When the subject came underconsideration in Council, there 
was a very hot argument between myself and Mr. Macaulay. 
The issuc was the resolution that mSas jwbli.rhc*d not abolislring 
existing colleges, but requiring thenr to tcach Lnglirh as w-ell or 
rrative literature and making rhc jurnlcr obliyatory, also giving 
some erlcouragrntcnr to ~~crnocular studic.~. but declarirrg that al l  
Col.ernrnenr pecuniary aid in future should be given exclusi~~cly to 
promoto? rhe study of European science tlrrorrgh the medium oJ 
English Language. Lord W. Bmtirrck worrll not even allow nly 
memorcrnduni to be placed on record. He .said i t  was grrite arr 
abuse ,llrat Secreraries .rlrould tokc rrporr tlremre11r.v to 11,ritr 
mcmorcmdrrms: that it was enough for the Court of Directors to 
r e  what the Members of Council chose to  place on record .... 
Thus ended this matter for the time. The Resolution passed on 
this occasion was modified afterwards and made a little more 
favour;lble for the old native institgtions by Lord Auckland. 
but Enrlish har ever since been rlte srudy prefermtially encourag- 
ed by C;oiernmenr in connection wit11 rernocular literature. The 
study c~f Sanskrit. Arabic and Persian is. in consequence, less 
cultiva~ed than heretofore. but none of the old institutions have 
been altogether abolished" (emphasis added). 

Extracts from the Minute of the 
Hon'ble T. B. Macaulay, dated 

the 2nd February 1835 

w e  nur come to the gist of the matter. We have a fund 
t o  be employed as  Government shall direct for the intellectual 
improvement of the people of this cour:try. The simple question 
is, what IS the most useful way of employng ~ t ?  

A11 parties seem to be agreed on one pornr, rhar rlre dralccts 
commonly spoken among the nat;i-es of thu  purr of India con- 
tain nerther literary nor scienrific information, and arc moreover 
so poor and rude that, until they are enriched from 'some otlrer 
quorrer, I t  wl l l  not be easy ro translate any valuable work into 
themr. I t  seems to be admirred on a l l  sides, that the intellectual 
improwment of those classes of the people who have the means 
of pursuing higlrer studies can at persent be eflectedonly by rneanr 
of some language not vernacular anrongst them. 

What the5 shall that language be? One half of the committee 
maintain that it should be the English. The other half strongly 
recommend the Arabic and Sanscrit. Tlre whole gueslion reents 
ro me to be- wlrich Idnguage is the besr worrh knowing? 

I have no knowledge of- either Sanscrit o r  Arabic. But I 
have done what I could t o  form a correct estimate of their 
value. i have read translations of the most celebrated Arabic 
and Sanscrit works. 1 have conversed. both here and at home. 
with men distinguished by their proficiency in the Eastern 
tongues. I am quite ready to  take the oriental learning at the. 
valuation of the orientalistr themselves. I hare n n r r  found one 
among them who could drny that a single shev of a good 
Fsropean library was worth the whole natiiv literarrtre of India 
and Arabia. The intrinsic superiori?yo/ tlre Western literatrtre 
i r  indeed fully admitted by ~IIOSC members of the conrrrrittre u.110
